Once you have been accepted to the programme you will be asked to confirm your presence by August 11, 
17:00hrs, if you do not confirm you will be replaced with the first one on the „reserve list“.

Organisation reserves right to change the programme agenda due unpredictable circumstances.

The programme is an exclusive event for invited participants only.

13. 
All invited participants are awarded with scholarship that will cover programme costs (tuition, 
accommodation, food, refreshments, programme materials and travel costs by bus or train).
